Quintet, November 22nd. 
 
Cleveland Brass Works:  This Brass Quintet, all members of The Cleveland Orchestra, is skilled in a broad range of 

chamber music.   Quintet members are: Jack Sutte, trumpet; Michael Miller, trumpet; Jesse McCormick, horn; Massimo La 
Rosa, trombone; and Yasuhito Sugiyama, tuba.  
 
Mr. Sutte joined The Cleveland Orchestra as second trumpet in 1999.  Prior to his Cleveland appointment, he was the 

principal trumpet in the Bergen Philharmonic Orchestra in Norway.  A native of Oconomowoc, Wisconsin, he attended the 
Curtis Institute of Music in Philadelphia, where he earned a bachelor of music degree, and The Juilliard School of Music in 
New York City, where he earned a master of music degree. 
 
Michael Miller began his tenure as fourth trumpet of The Cleveland Orchestra with the 2006 Blossom Festival season. A 

native of Cleveland Heights, Mr. Miller previously served as principal trumpet of the Charlotte Symphony Orchestra from 
2002 to 2006. He holds a bachelor of music degree from Baldwin-Wallace College and a master of music degree from the 
University of Cincinnati College-Conservatory of Music.  
 
Mr. McCormick was appointed second horn of The Cleveland Orchestra in January 2006. Prior to coming to Cleveland, he 

was a member of the Colorado Symphony Orchestra and of the Denver Brass.  A native of Colorado Springs, Mr. 
McCormick attended the Juilliard School to study with Jerome Ashby of the New York Philharmonic.   
 

Massimo La Rosa joined The Cleveland Orchestra as Principal Trombone in 2007.  Prior to joining the Orchestra, he served 

as the principal trombonist with the Orchestra at “La Fenice” Theatre in Venice from 1998 to 2007.  Born in Palermo, Sicily, 
he began his musical studies at the age of ten with Filippo Bonanno and graduated from the Vincenzo Bellini Conservatory 
of Music there in 1994.   
 

Yasuhito Sugiyama began his tenure as principal tuba of The Cleveland Orchestra in January 2006.  Prior to joining the 

Orchestra, he was a member of the Vienna State Opera Orchestra (Vienna Philharmonic Orchestra) from 2003 to 2005.  A 
native of Hyogo, Japan, Mr. Sugiyama is a graduate of Soai University in Osaka, where he studied with Shuzo Karakawa of 
the Osaka Philharmonic.   
 
Their performance includes Russian composer Viktor Ewald’s Quintet #3 and Colchester Fantasy by Cleveland native Eric 
Ewazen.
