Music from The Western Reserve’s 28th season continues with ANDREW SORDS on October 17 at 5pm in the evening at the Chapel on the campus of Western Reserve Academy, 115 College Street, Hudson.
Hailed as an “absolute wonder”, violinist Andrew Sords has established himself as the preeminent new face of classical violin. A modern master of classic sounds and a veteran of the concert stage, Sords has appeared with over sixty orchestras and in countless recital venues across three continents.
A resident of Shaker Heights, Sords began his violin studies with Liza Grossman.  He completed his undergraduate education at the Cleveland Institute of Music with violin pedagogues Linda Cerone and David Russell, and performed in master classes in New York City and at the University of Southern California.  Sords recently studied under internationally acclaimed violist Chee-Yun at The University of Southern Methodist University of Dallas, Texas in the Artist Diploma program.  

Sords serves as Concertmaster of the Mansfield Symphony Orchestra, apposition he has held since the 2008-2009 season.  Highlights of Mr. Sords’ appearances this season include Balcones Chamber Orchestra, Carson City Symphony Orchestra, Medical Arts Symphony, St. Augustine Symphony Orchestra, and Parma Symphony. He will make his debut with The Gulf Coast Symphony, Austin Civic Orchestra, Atlanta Philharmonic Orchestra, Crown City Symphony, Waynesboro Symphony and the Yuma Symphony.  In addition to appearing in Music from The Western Reserve series, Sords will appear as guest artist on the EMMA Recital Series, and the Kitchener-Waterloo Recital Series.

ANITA PONTREMOLI will accompany Mr. Sords for this concert.  Ms. Pontremoli , Head, Collaborative Piano Department, received a Bachelor of Music degree in piano from CIM. She completed special studies in piano literature and chamber music at Yale University College of Music and the Giuseppe Verdi Conservatory in Milano, Italy. She has performed with internationally renowned artists including Lynn Harrell, Arnold Steinhardt, Aaron Rosand and Dale Clevenger, as well as Cleveland Orchestra artists and gifted younger musicians entering outstanding careers. She is also the head of collaborative piano for the Scotia Festival of Music in Halifax, Canada and held the same position at the ENCORE School for Strings. She was appointed to the CIM faculty in 1977.
